E. Protective eyewear is mandatory for persons playing squash or racquetball.

F. All person(s) using the courts must check in and check out at the Recreation Office.

Weights are to be put away after use.
Dropping weights is prohibited.

Fitness Room Door is to be closed at all times.
No outdoor shoes are allowed.

DISCIPLINARY ACTIONS
Failure to abide by these rules of behaviour may result in disciplinary action by the Corporation of the Township
of Terrace Bay.
